For employees, post-graduate students and students - up to 5 pages.
For secondary school students - up to 2 pages.
Times New Roman font, font size 12, vertical spacing 1.5; text and tables in MS WORD only, in WORD format with the .doc extension; page margins - 1 cm on the right, all the others - 3 cm. File should be named with the surname of the first author in Latin letters.
The first line - title of the document (in block letters, with the center alignment of the text); the second line - initials and surname(s) of the author(s) (with the center alignment of the text); the third line - organization name, e-mail (with the center alignment of the text).
A blank line with the first line indent of 1 cm should separate the text of a proceeding.
